Projects to Update Chapter House

The chapter house at 711 Comstock Avenue is aging. It is now
over 70 years old. And it is showing its age in a number of ways
which you see as you walk through the structure. Plaster walls
are bulging out and have numerous cracks, electrical and heating
systems are badly in need of updating. And the building is in
nead of insulation to give protection from the severe winters we
have had the past two years. The chapter had to rent a “salaman-
der” to heat the house two years ago. And in the winter of 1992-
93, we had four water breaks causing some $3-4,000 in water
damage. This former Beta House is slowing deteriorating.

No one knows this better than the chapter itself, Last fall
under the direction of President David DeRobbic and house
manager Grant Sharp, whole sections of walls were replaced
with new dry wall. The floor i the entrance avea had its carpet
removed because of overuse. The woeden floor beneath it was
sanded. And the back door was replaced with a solid new door.
All of these projects were done with chapter funds and effort.

To continue this effort, Dikaia Foundation has authorized
spending up to $20,000 for projects this summer. These projects
will include roof repair, blown insulation added to the top three
floors, storm windows, driveway repaved, and the heating
elements in the bathroom replaced. {continued on page 8)
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A Note From Dikaia Foundation

About all that the majority of Syracuse DU's know about the
Dikaia Foundation is that we regularly ask for money. So I would
like to devote this article to telling you a litfle about Dikaia and
asking you for something your fraternity needs ever more than
money-your fime.

Dikaia is a tax-exempt educational foundation which was
founded to support undergraduate Syracuse DU.’s. Dikala’s
largest single investment is the fraternity house at Syracuse
University where the foundation functions as a landlord to the
undergraduate chapter. The idea was and continues to be an
ingenious one in principle. Dikaia can receive tax-exempt gifts
from alums, provide comfortable student housing, levy a fair rent
on the undergraduate chapter and return income to those same
undergraduates in the form of scholarships or other educational
grants. Obviously, the success of the whole idea depends on the
undergraduates conducting themselves in a mature, businessiike
fashion and being good tenants. The house must be reasonably
full to maximize income potential, rent must be paid on time and
the property has to be respected.

I believe we are very fortunate at Syracuse that we continue to
attract an outstanding group of young men. However, itis no dif-
ferent now than when you and I went through Syracuse U. There
is still a need for strong alumni support in the way of guidance.
The undergraduate chapter is supervised by the Delta Upsilon
Society and, frankly, this is where the action is and where success
is achieved. The Society directors are excellent people who work
hard, but are small in number. Here is where that resource need-
ed more than money, I mentioned previously, comes into the pic-
ture. We need DUs to help on the Society board. All of you have
your own unique helpful skills, be they in architecture, engineer-
ing, accounting, insurance, personnel management, ete, or just a
knack for getting along with young people. This is an opportuni-
ty to come back and experience again a “touch” of your college
days. It's a great cause which I am sure you will find rewarding,
If you live anywhere around the Syracuse area, [ would encour-
age you to drop a note to Dr. Knowlton Foeote, P.O. Box 104,
LaFayette, Newv York 13084.

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Rami Khouri ‘70 to Address
Dikaia Scholarship Banquet

Rami G, Khouri ‘70, a Palestinian-Jordanian-American journal-
ist, whose internationally syndicated newspaper columns and
broadcast news analyses have both chronicled and inspired the
Middle East peace process, will be the featured speaker at Dikaia
Foundation’s 1994 Scholarship Banquet on Friday evening Sept.
30 at Drumiins Country Club.

The banquet, scheduled to coincide with SU’s Parent’s
Weekend, recognizes the academic accomplishments of under-
graduate members of the chapter, Brother Khouri, a graduate of
the Newhouse School of Public Communications, was president
of the chapter. A resident of Amann, Jordan, with dual Jordanian
and American citizenship, he has returned to SU this fall as a
Visiting Scholar at the Maxwell School of Citizenship and Public
Affairs,

Brother Khouri, an expert on Middle East issues, who has
gained worldwide attention through his reports of strife and
armed conflict, has long urged diplomatic and political selutions
to the region’s conflicts. He began his career as a reporter, colum-
nist and editor for newspapers in Beirut, Lebanon. Since 1975, he
has been Jordanian correspondent to The Boston Globe and the
Washington Post and has been a key news analyst and commen-
tator for CBS, NBC and National Public Radio. Extracts from his
